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Construction Of 30 RM RCC Bridge Provided Countless Facilities to communities in Faryab

National Rural Access Program of Min-
istry of Public Works completed the con-
struction of 30-meter RCC bridge in Pash-
toon-Kot district of Faryab Province and
consigned into operation.

This bridge has 30 meters length and 7.9
meters width which plays a vital role in fa-
cilitating public transportation, agricultural
products exportation and facility of food
deliveries in families. This bridge will also
decrease the chances of depreciating vehi-
cles and reducing their repairing costs.
Prior to the construction of this bridge,
people had lots of difficulties while they
were using wooden bridges which were

very dangerous to human life.

Abdul Rahman who is a local resident in
the area, whilst expressing his happiness
toward construction of this bridge added
that prior to the construction of this bridge,
they had lots of difficulties e.g. floods and
similar unexpected events costed terribly in
their lives but currently, through construc-
tion of this bridge most of their problems
are solved and the whole community are
supporting and are happy for implementa-
tion of this project.

The 30-meter RCC bridge created 6132
working days and employment opportuni-
ties to the people in the area and brought
significant positive changes in economic

lives of the community.

Mrs Shahaira, a female resident who had
the chance of working in this project ex-
pressed her happiness for having this

opportunity and added that she maintained
most of her family expenses through this
project. National Rural Access Program of
Ministry of Public Work constructed this
bridge with total cost of 19,765,515 AFN
which was covered through World Bank
aids and directly benefited 7772 people in
local neighboring villages and about 65000
people were indirectly benefited during
construction of this project

The construction of 42 RM RCC bridge was successfully completed in Pul-e-Khumri city of Baghlan Province

The Ministry of Rural Rehabilitation and
Development under its National Rural
Access Program has successfully com-
pleted the construction of 42 RM RCC
bridge in Kart-e-Itefaq of Pul-e-Khu-
mri city in Baghlan province. Through
construction of this bridge, around 2.5
km distance was effectively decreased
between Kart-e-Itefaq and Pul-e-khum-
ri and about 70% rates decreased in the
public transportations.

The 42 RM RCC created 7900 working

days and employment opportunities to
the people in the area, through construc-
tion of this bridge, 3100 citizens of Kart-
e-Itefaq gained access to the first aid

services, which is a fundamental step in

development of social services.

H.E Mujeeb Rahman Karimi, the minister
of Rural Rehabilitation and Development
in an official trip to Kunar province inaugu-
rated the construction of 6 km gravel road
starting from Hakim Abad to Bazar Arazi
in Khas district of Kunar province under

This road with having 5 km width will cost
2.4 million AFN which will be covered from
World Bank donation fund.

It is noteworthy to add that after completion
of this project around 20,000 families

from 8 villages will take advantages from
this road.

The minister of the MRRD on the opening
ceremony of this project also added that such
projects play a vital role in development of
social and economic lives of the people.
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National Rural Access program of Ministry of Public Works launched two major projects in Kabul

The construction of 5,993 Km Road of
Kalakan and 5,213 Km road of Goldara
districts of Kabul City were launched in
an inauguration ceremony with presence
of Yama Yari, Minister of Transport,
Engineer Mohammad Sadiq Pasdar,
Executive program director in ministry
of Public Works, Mohammad Dawood
Kalakani, peoples delegate in Wolesi
Jirga, Engineer Azizullah Zahad, Senior
program engineer, Mohammad Qudos,
Executive manager of Goldara district,
ethnic influencers and local people.

On the opening ceremony of these roads,
the minister of transport whilst providing
detailed information about related struc-
tures of these projects added that these
projects that we are witnessing today are
very important to the people of Kalakan
and Guldara Districts of Kabul City.
The National Rural Access Program of
Ministry of Public Work completed the
construction of these projects with

satisfactory results.

Meanwhile, Mohmmad Sadiq Pasdar,
Executive program director of the min-
istry of public works appreciated the co-
operation of the Kalakan and Goldarah
Districts communities during the imple-
mentation of this project and appreciated
engineers’ efforts and contribution in this
project.

It is noteworthy to add that 22 culverts
set, 215 meters retaining walls and 101
meters drainage strength are also part of
the newly constructed 5,993 Km road
in Kalakan district. This project costed
99542467.00 AFN which was covered

Afghanistan Development Budget.
Furthermore, the construction of 5,213 km
road in Goldara district was successfully
completed within one year with total cost
0f 99,079,917.30 AFN which was covered
from Afghanistan Development Budget.
These two major projects that include 5993
km road in Kalakan and 5213 km road in
Goldara district took 540 days and during
their construction created several employ-
ment opportunities to the people in the
area. In this project 4400 were directly
benefited and 10230 were indirectly bene-
fited accordingly.

National Rural Access Program signed several development projects contract

H.E Engineer Yama Yari the minister of
Transport Ministry signed the contract of
three construction projects in presence of
Construction companies’ representatives
and Media on 2nd, March, 2019 in Min-
istry of Transport.

These projects include periodic mainte-
nance of 16 Km gravel road from Intizar
square of Khalid-ibn-Walid road to Tan-
gi Marmol of Marmol district in Balkh
with total cost of 15 Million AFN, Con-
struction of 9.5 km road (Phase 1 of Lot
1) between Maymana and Balchuragh in

Faryab province with total cost of

93 million AFN and construction of 9.5
km road (Phase 1 of lot 2) between Mya-
mana and Balchuragh in Faryab province
with total cost of 47 million AFN.

It is noteworthy to add that Eng. Yama
Yari signed three other projects along
with signing these contracts, these proj-
ects include construction of 12 Km road
between Behsod bridge and Abulkhel
and joint road of Behsod bridge in Nan-
garhar, Construction of 72 meters bridge
in Urozgan Province and Construction
of 12 meters bridge in Badakhsan which
will be implemented by Ministry of
Transport.

The minister of transport whilst signing
the contract and giving details about
nature of these projects asked the con-
struction companies to implement the
following projects using highest quality

materials as per contract criteria.
