The World Bank Supervision

At the beginning of the meeting, af-
ter recitation of the Holy Quran, Mr.

Meanwhile, Mr. Ajmal Askarzoy, the
World Bank representative narrated
World Bank’s assessment & their
methodology and added that “The
upcoming week meetings will eval-
uate each department’s activities and
at the closure of these meetings effec-
tive recommendations and guidance
will be given by the World Bank”.
On the second part of this session,
a comprehensive report on program
work, activities, achievements and
implementation issues was present-
ed.

of Finance presented general activi-
ties, achievements and challenges of
the program.

It is noteworthy to add that World
Bank Afghanistan Rural Access Proj-
ect’s (ARAP) Supervision mission is
held every six months in which, the
World bank officials evaluates vari-
ous departments and share their rec-
ommendations and guidance for bet-
ter implementation and improvement
of the program.

62% Progress in Dahan e Abdara - Behsood Road

National Rural Access Program of Ministry of Transport
made 62% progress in Dahan e Abdara — Behsood Road.
The road was surveyed and designed in 1 Lot with 10
kilometers length.

This road has 273 meters retaining walls, 65 meters pave-
ments, 1045 meters stone-masonry side-drain and 36 cul-
verts in different sizes. The sub-project implementation
was started in 25th November 2018 and has 62% prog-
ress till date.

Since the Inception of this project 180 labor days have
been created for local communities so far and based on
its structure after its completion 5000 residents directly
and 50000 residents indirectly particularly from Sabz
Dara, Dasht bala, Asyab Samchak, Geero, Qol ali Bay,
Shenia, Sheebrak, Sar e Qol Bala, Sar e Qol Payeen, Qol
Shokor Qala Mula Aab Darweshan, Qol Tezak, Say Sara,
Qol Nek Qadam, Qol safeedyoum villages will be bene-
fited.

The sub-project is contracted with total budget of

5,98,21,230 Afghanis from World Bank funds with
Bahar Tamadon and New Bamyan Construction Com-
panies which will be successfully implemented in one
year.

It is noteworthy to add that prior to the construction, this
road was constructed in 1353 with very basic structure
which was used as Caravan Serra and no other progress
was made on this road until NRAP tre-started the im-
plementation of this good project. By this mean, Con-
struction of this road will address to lots of health and
economic problems of the people in the region and will
bring positive changes to their lives.
