centers and reducing 50% cost in the

The construction of this project costed 45
million AFN which was covered from Af-
ghan Government Budget.

In order to protect the environment and
flourish of the country, the National Ru-
ral Access Program planted 5,400 pro-
ductive and non-productive seedlings on
their projects route during 2019.

The construction of this bridge created
5400 working days for local communi-

This bridge costed 142.8 million AFN
which was covered from Afghanistan
Development Budget.

of this road and much more facilities will
also be provided to the people.
