20,866,538.49 Afghanis funded by
World Bank and being implemented
by National Rural Access Program.
It is noteworthy to add that prior to
the construction of this road the route

had worse
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physical condition and created

serious problems particularly in
transportation in winters and raining
seasons, while patient’s transporta-
tion to the hospitals along with unfair
transport prices and unreliable access
to agricultural products were some of
the other problems resisted prior to
the construction of this road.

Construction of this road also
created exclusive numbers of work
opportunities to the people and

impacted positively in their social

and economic lives.
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Reconstruction of 20 km road in Warsaj district of Takhar

The Ministry of Rural Rehabilitation
and Development started the recon-
struction of 20 km road which starts
from Khan Agha market and contin-
ues to astawi bridge in Warsaj district
of Takhar province with total budget
of $ 8.7 millions through National
Rural Access Program.

The construction of this road includes
2 culverts, 14 crystalized culverts and
71 meters retaining wall which will

be completed in six calendar months.

The 20 km road of Warsaj district
connects Bagh Dasht, Sar Shuk,
Warchin, Abdulmotalib, awchakan,
Gunbes, Yawar Ulia wa Sufli, Deh
Shahan, Bostan Sar, Paitu, Yara, Yo-
chakh, Deh Gez, mekhnawi, Pejak,
Sang Abi, Andarak, Pu & Khakhand,
Anaviand Amil villages to Warsaj dis-
trict and after the completion of this
project many remaining problems in
communities will be addressed.

project implementation period 11630
working days have been created to

the communities and facilities are

provided in transits.

Prior to the reconstruction, this road had
critical physical condition and people

had difficulties in their economic, health
and social lives including lack of access to
primary service and health facilities, easy,
safe and timely access to agricultural prod-
ucts which will be addressed after imple-
mentation of this project by bringing mas-
sive changes in economic, health and social
lives of the people.
