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NRAP-MoPW signs five construction projects

The contracts for construction of 60 Km
road and 350 Rm Bridge signed by Public
Works Ministry.

The contract of the projects which was
signed between the Ministry of Public
Works (MoPW) and representatives of
construction companies in Kabul on 28
November 2018 included construction of
60 km road in Maydan Wardak, Kunduz,
Noristan and reconstruction of 350 Rm
Behsood bridge in Nengarhar Province.
The projects would cost 256,404,147 AFN
which would be paid by the World Bank
and would be implemented by National
Rural Access Program of Public Works
Ministry.

Third Project is reconstruction of 11.750
km road in Markez Behsood distrct of
Mayadan Wardak province which
was contracted with Ghulam Nabi Yagoubi

and Nija Talat Construction Company.
Fourth project is reconstruction of 9 km
gravel road from Nuristan center till west
of Nuristan which was contracted with
Rahman Reza construction company.

It is said that these projects will be put into
service during one year.

Kapisa Province Will Be Benefitted from
a Development Project Soon

The construction of a RCC bridge along
Bagram to Mahmood Ragi road over
Panjshir river in Sayad district of Kapisa
Province which implemented by

National Rural Access Program of Public

Works ministry completed and officially
will be put into service shortly.

This bridge which has 99 Rm length and
10.2 Rm wide, was built in the adjoining
area of Panjshir and Ghorband River.

The construction of this bridge
connects the two neighboring
provinces and relevant districts
with provincial centers, which
significant travel time reductions
come to residents of Parwan and
Kapisa provinces, patients will be
able to reach health centers and
villagers will also find easy access
to transfer the agricultural
products to markets.

It is said that construction work of the
bridge has been completed, but due to
some environmental and social issues
the construction of connected road of
the bridge, remain at the outskirts of the
project and shopkeepers who are the
affected people of the project are not
ready to donate parts of their land or
shops so far.

The National Rural Access Program
officials are trying to end up the
problems and inaugurate this welfare
project to people usage, but since land
acquisition is dependent on Afghanistan
land authority (ARAZI) so this process will
take time to resolve.

The Program officials ask ARAZI and
Kapisa province local officials to take
tangible steps in this regard.

Abdul Habib Bagi who was in charge
of this project mentioned that this
project has 3.21 km length which 2 km is
concrete and 1.21 kmis asphalt surfaced,
road structures are also part of this
project.

He added that this road connected all
villages of Mirbachakot district and
almost 5700 person benefited from this
project.

The construction works of this project
started in 2015 and successfully
completed in 2017.

Also he mentioned that the
transportation rate of transferring
agriculture products from Abkamri to
Qala Naw was equal to transferring
products from Hirat to Badgis but by
construction of this road the rate will
decrease significantly.
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
