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Kapisa Province Benefits from 8 Welfare Projects
of NRAP

A number of welfare projects of National
Rural Access Program of MRRD have been
inaugurated by Mr. Mirajuddin Shams
admin and finance deputy minister of
Rural Rehabilitation and Development
Ministry in Kapisa Province on 16%
September 2018.

8 construction projects which put in to
service, worth 308.7 Million AFN and
contain construction of 13.8 Km asphalt
road from Regrawan till Durnama area,
construction of 3.6 Km concrete road in
Cheghchi area of Hese Dowm district,
construction of 1.9 Km concrete road in

Awal district, construction of 2.8 Km
gravel road and construction of 30 Rm
concrete bridge in Ezatkhil area of Nijrab
district of Kapisa Province.

These projects which implemented

through Afghan government budget
generated 45,350 working days and
provided transportation and social
facilities to 27,400 people directly and
30.000 people indirectly.
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After completion of 30 Km asphalt road
from Sheberghan to Darzab in 3 phases,
National Rural Access Program of Public
Works ministry despite of low progress
performance due to security issues,
fortunately successfully completed the
fourth phase of this project with the
length of 9.144 Km asphalt road
including all road construction on 30t

July 2018.

The mentioned road is located in
the West of Sheberghan city and its
rehabilitation will help around
254,528 population who are
residents of Qosh Tappa, Darzab,
Balcheragh and Garziwal villages of
Jowzjan and Faryab provinces. This
project will facilitate easier access
to markets and other social services.
Fourth phase of Sheberghan to Darzab
project which is an essential needs of the
people, was constructed with total
budget of 120,437,495.5 AFN with the
fund of World Bank and completed
within 3 years and five months.

During implementation of this project,
36,131 local jobless people found short

term working opportunities.
Mohammad Ismail, head of
development council of Qosh Tappa
district expressed his happiness over
completion of this project and said:
“During several years, people were faced
many horrible cases such as death of
patients on the way to hospital as well as
delay in products delivery to central
markets. Moreover, female access to
schools and hospitals was difficult but
now we are optimistic that with
utilization of this project, around 70% of
problems in these villages will be
resolved”. Moreover he appreciated the
hardworking of NRAP officials in North
region and showed his satisfaction to the
quality of NRAP projects.

Construction of 14.119 Km Road is Underway in Paghman District of Kabul Province

Work on construction of a road in
Murghgeran village of Paghman district
in Kabul Province is underway by
National Rural Access Program of Public
Works Ministry.

This road which starts from Kabul —
Maydan main road and has 14.119 km
long with 9 Rm wide (7 Rm is asphalt and
2 Rm Road shoulders) will cost 274
million AFN.

Moreover building of retaining wall,
culverts and 79 various bridges are also
parts of this project.

This project has been contracted with
two construction companies which are
working as a joint venture and the
working progress of this project has 35 %
improvement so far.

The completion of the project would
help connect seven villages with Kabul

city and has significant role in economy
and social affairs of locals.

National Rural Access Program of Rural
Rehabilitation and Development ministry
in series of its activities recently
completed 5.33 Km gravel road from
Dahan Bastok to Khala Chak and 20 Rm RCC

district of Bamyan province.

Bamyan is one of a mountainous provinces
in the country which has dispersion of
villages in different areas so these kinds of
projects can link diverse villages together
as well as to the province centre and it can
increase access to facilities.

Total budget of this project is 37,916,120
AFN which through expenditure of this
amount transportation facilities of 21
villages is provided, on the other hand,
2100 people directly and 6500 people

indirectly will be benefited from the
advantages of his project.
Implementation of this project has given
much amenities for residents of this
area, for instance, access to educational
centers, health facilities and market can
be pointed. Besides, impacs of this
project on agricultural fields should not
be ignored as well. Although current
year was not a good year for agriculture
field due to drought, but still people are
hopeful to improve their products for
coming years. So, this road can facilitate
them to deliver their agricultural
products to the central markets
regularly.

While an interview with residents of
project area, Mr. Ansari and Mr. Ahmadi

expressed their happiness on behalf of
people for the projects of Ministry of
Rural Rehabilitation and Development
and they wish to carry such projects on
in future as well. Local officials also
showed their  contentment  for
implementing of this project and
requested for more projects in their
area.
