The Minister of Transport also signed three
other contracts with various companies in
Kapisa, Panjshir and Nimroz provinces and
added that with construction of these roads

National Rural Access Program of Ministry
of Rural Rehabilitation and Development
completed the construction work of 3.4 km
road in Badakhshan province and inaugurat-
ed for public use.

The project was formally inaugurated in the
presence of Mirajudden Shams Deputy Min-
istry of Admin and Finance in Ministry of
Rural Rehabilitation and Development, Mo-
hammad Naser Temory, Executive Director
of NRAP/MRRD, Mayati Shan, district gov-
ernor, local officials, elders, youths and rep-
resentatives of Agha Khan Foundation.

This 3.4 kilometers road was successfully

completed in ten months with a total budget
of 18,411,691.00 AFN which was covered
from Afghanistan Development Budget.

It is noteworthy mentioning that this road

is located along the Amo River and prior to
the construction of this road, sometimes the
area prevented cross-border traffic due to the
prevalence of water and caused severe losses

to land owners and houses located along the

river but after construction of this road these
severe crisis were eradicated and currently
local residents can easily travel to the Nessi
market from this road.

The construction of this road created 16,312
working days for local communities and about
3000 families directly and 40,000 families
indirectly benefited from this project.

The construction work of Maimana — Belcharagh district’s gravel roads which started on March, 2018 will be successfully completed under one
year.

H.E engineer Yama Yari minister of transport signed the contract of these projects with JV Baz aryobi Construction Company, Enaat Basir Con-
struction & Roadbuilding Company and Septioglu INS Mad Ltd Sti Company with a total budget of 140,423,866 AFN.

The construction of Maimana — Bilcaragh district gravel roads include phase 1 of Lot 1 road with 9.5 km length, 7 meters width, 5 meters mo-
torway width, 24 culverts in different sizes and 1519 meters retaining walls and phase 1 of Lot 2 with 9.5 km length, 7 meters width, 5 meters
motorway width, 31 culverts in different sizes and a 40 meters long waterway pillar.

These gravel roads are funded by World Bank which will be completed in 12 months and after it’s successfully completion most of the transport

issues of the entire communities will be solved.

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A 30 Rm RCC Bridge was inaugurated in Baghlan Province

National Rural Access Program of Rural
Rehabilitation and Development Ministry
completed the construction work of 30
Rm RCC Bridge in Charkh Falak valley
in Khost district of Baghlan Province and
consigned into operation.

The utilization of this bridge provided nu-
merous facilities to local e.g. prior to con-
struction of this bridge, ever year at least
one or two cars were drowned into the riv-
er while crossing through the old wooden
bridge, but construction of this bridge pre-
vented such dangerous and risky incidents,
also the cautions & fears of children in
crossing the river through this bridge were
eradicated. Furthermore, construction of
this project provided lots of work opportu-
nities to the local residents and facilitated
in transport of communities’ patients to the
clinics & transits of products to the market.

Dr. Sanaullah, a resident of the district,
who was very pleased with the implemen-
tation of this project said that the construc-
tion of this bridge has made it possible for
us to bring our patients to the clinic and ag-
riculture products to the market as soon as
possible, and now our children can easily
go to school.

Local officials also expressed their satis-
faction and added that we are very happy
witnessing the construction of this bridge
and hoping that more of these projects that
meet the needs of the communities are con-
sidered in this district.

Meanwhile, they also reminded that such
projects are always welcomed and con-

The construction of this bridge which was ini-
tiated in November, 2016 and completed in

Lotl) of Dowmenda Mangal — Qalandar in Khost Province.

This road has 5 Rm width and will be implemented by Hamkar & Ghazanfary Construction companies with total budget of
146,731,756.5 AFN from World Bank funds.

Construction of this road will solve the transport issues of the local residents and significant facilities will also be provided

particularly focusing on social and economic lives of the people.

Meanwhile during construction phase of this project lots of working opportunities are provided to local residents and through

this project they earn good payable wage for their livelihood.
