The National Rural Access Program of Ministry of
Transport has successfully completed the 9,140 km
road in Jawzjan province. This road was successful-
ly implemented by Pamir International Construction
Company and Program’s North Region team and
was inaugurated for public use.

This Road which starts from Qargeen and continues
to Clift-Bandar (Second Part) has provided many
amenities to the local people including villagers
access to Center of Qarqeen Province, Aaqcha and
Mardyan provinces.

Construction of this significant road facilitated in
ease access to Qarqeen, Mardian and Aqcha districts
and also provided 22,911 employment opportunities
for local residents in the community.
